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DECLARATIONS OF THE COI\ai.ruNI ST PARTY OF ~GU.ADOR 

Refuting the Calumnies and the Pr ovocative Act s 
of Imperialism and Its Adherents . 

Vlhen the Bogota Pan American Conference brought· to 
light t he dissatisfaction of Latin A.me~ i cnn countrie~ 
r elative t o the misery and state of dey~L~ence c~used 
by i mperialism, and, throughout the whe>l~ of Latin Ameri o--=\ 
there was heard the clamor of its peo_ples ngainst hunger, 
economic backwardness and unsatisfa ctory :i~ring condi­
tions, a s well a s in favor of peace, i n ~eftnse of the 
conquests of democra cy and of the enjoyment ct co1U.:·l et e 
national sovereignty on the part of each un e of C>ur coun~· 
tri es, compelling our official r epresentat i ves to \'1or~ 
out problems such as that .of i ndus trial e4p&nsi on anet . 
customs protection, contrary to the intere·sts of the 
North American monopolists and in complete rebuttal of 
the Clayt on plan, there took place the provocative acts 
in Bogota, including the assassination of· the c·olombian 
liberal chief, Dr. Eliecer Gaitan. 

Powerless to solve the disgraceful ·situation of 
misery of the great majority of Colombians, the Conserva­
tive Gov ernment under the leadersh ip of the Falangist 
Laureano G6mez, admirer of Nazi-Fascist doctrines and 
favorable to the imposition of . the conservative regime 
of blood and fire, took upon himself the task of deliver­
ing his people to the devour1ng rapaci t ·y of Colombian . 
feudal and capitalistic interests as well as those of 
foreign companies, particularly North .American, at the 
same time that he was hushing ·the popular protest against 
the crimes and mass assassinations of which hundreds of 
peaceful anti-conservatives were victims ~ . On the very 
eve of the Pan American Conference, the Government of · 
Ospina Perez, with a view to gaining the sympathy and 
support of the Yankees, betrayed the oilfield workers 
and the Colombian nation, refusing to proceed with the 
nationalization of the mines of Barrancabermeja and 
Barco, in favor of which project open support had been 
given by all Colombian patriots and especially by the 
chief of the Liberal Party, ·nr. Gaitan. The Conserva­
tive Government has aggravated the hunger of the ~eople 
since its coming into power, has thrown the Army into 
opposition against industrial. and a gricultural workers, 
and has established a reign of terror, persecution and 
systemmatic robbery, causing a justified popular indig­
nation. 

In such circumstances, at a time when the conserva­
ti~es and imperialists have had to come face to face 
with the opinion of the .American peoples, and especially 
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that of Colombia, there oc curred the provocCt.tion whi (,,.,~ 
ar ous ed the di spossessed and h ungr y masses ~s a s i gnal 
of protest ~gainst t heir miserable way of l1fe and 
agai nst t he assassination of their l eade.r. Gei.t an had 
ca r ried on a vigor ous combat wi thin his own Pa~ty, 
pl acing him.sel f in opposition t o c ollab~ra ·i .: on with 
Conservatives a n d, on t he ot her hand, he h~d procla i meQ 
the right of Colombia t o t he nat ionaliza t lJn of i t s 
petroleum concession s . Y-llio is r esp onsi b ·.e f or the· deb. th 
of Gaitan? It is logical to deduce tha~ t~~ money of 
the petrole um trusts and t he inqui sitorial hatred of 
the discredited reactionary regi me of Colo~bia gave 
strength t o the police a r m which assassinat2c Gai tan . 
The newspaper versions indi cated a s much i n ~heir f irst 
r eports. I t wa s only l a ter tha t , responli nb to th~ ver­
s i on of the Department of St a te of t he Unite1 St a t es , 
the Nor th Ameri can correspondent s ana the venaJ. pre zs 
of Yankee imperi al ism undertook to accus g t h.e Communists 
of the events whi ch occurred in Bogota . 

I t is evident tha t it is neither to t he Communis t 
Party of Col ombi a nor to the Latin Amer i can Communists 
that the bl ame can be l a i d for the suspension of t he 
Conference at the same moment i n which there was occur ­
ring a sol idificat i on and broa dening of the opposit ion 
of some of the Lati n .~e rican delegates to t he Truman 
Doctrine and the Marshall Plan . Compelled · by the eco­
nomic conditions of t heir respective count ries, many of 
the delegates who did not, . in a t rue democratic sense, 
represent their people , rebelled against the extortionist 
monopolistic system, opposing the economic and inter­
national policy of the United States. The weaker states 
undertook to demand that American imperialism should t ake 
up the economi c problems which had been placed to one 
side i n the recent Conference of Rio .de Janeiro, where 
there had been imposed the unification of arpiaments and 
other ·means of warlike .aggression favorable to the beli­
cose policy and the world domination ·of the Government 
of the United States, as well as the implementation of 
pl ans concerning t he rema ining colonial systems in America, 
and the necessity of maintaining peace, making ~~e regional 
system an instrument of peaceful collaboration Within the 
ONU; al s o t he necessity o.f practicing the right of self­
det ermination of peoples--Puerto Rico-- , of the defense 
of nationa l sovereignty against foreign intervention, 
the customs and indust rial protection, etc., all of which 
was not sui table to Mr. Marshall nor to his plan of dom­
ination of the weaker countries of Latin America. On 
the other hand , the r ecognition of the imperialist danger 
wa s growi ng in .America and i t s peoples were preparing to 
defend themsel ves , giving vigor to their independence and 
sovereignty, f ollowing the example. of Panama. 

During t he course of many years of sacrifice in · 
defense of national interests and of the social rights 
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of vvorker s , Communists have demonstratE.tl. their sturdy 
patriotism and their condemnation bas ~.:! en im .... tlca ble 
against all acts of anar chy and terrori sm. Thi.s fact 
is well known to the imperialists, to th~i r .1.nE?atizo 
menials and the Gothic feudalists of Cc.!. OJ .. "bia Ecue.do:. , 
Chile and a ll Latin America.

In the fa ce of the danger tha t its anti-Communist 
plan may not be approved in the Fan-American Conference, 
through l a ck of a basis for a cts of iutimidation with 
the old discredited flag which conducted the Rome-Berlin 
.r-Xis to it s hi stor ical defeat, American imperialism "Which 
has now taken the place of Fasc ism in its purpose of dom-, 
inatin~ the world, has elaborated a pl an of provocations, 
calllill!lies and insults a gainst the Communist Parties, con­
trary to the aspirations for independence of the peoples, 
contrary to their urge to improve their e conomic situa­
t ion. Since the bl oody events which occurred at the seat 
of the Ninth Pan American Conference, Mro Marshall and 
h is l ackeys in Chile, Brazil, Cuba , etco are insisting 
that, instead of economic cla i ms, prefer ence be given to 
the Yankee political plan for the liquidation of demo­
cracy, soverei gnty and independence in Latin America o 
It is signi ficant that the Conference has put aside the 
s tudy of problems concerning colonies, economic colla bo­
ration an d. e ~ual treatment in the sphere of Pan .A.r.a.erican­
ism to put forth the thesis which l\iro Truman has upheld 
since the Rio Qe Janeiro Conference, in his proposal to 
tie up the peoples of this continent to the war chariot 
of the United States and to place its i mperialistic domi­
nation over those very countries which, on a day more 
than 100 years ago, were gloriously freed from the Yankee 
yoke. 

For all these reasons, and with a view to preserving 
the well being and liberty of our nations, the Communist 
Party of Ecuador protests the vile calumny flung out by 
the reactionary Colombian Government and by Yankee im­
peri alism, against the Communist Party and the people of 
Colombia, and defends these acts to the Ecuadoran conscience 
as well as those who are directly responsible for that day

We Communists are, as always, opposed to the Feudalists

to rivet the cha in with which i mperi al ist and reactionary 
forces are enchaining our peopleo

For the preservation and extension of Ecuadoran 
democracy; 

For the social and national liberation of our 
country and for its political and economic independence; 

Against provocations and calumnies;
